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1 INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this report is to document performance of Tangshan Sanyou Xingda Chemical
Fibre Co.Ltd hereafter referred to as "Organization”, against the requirements of the Verification
Framework and Guidelines, (September 2016 version) developed by Canopy and approved,
supported and requested by the Fashion and Textile Leaders for Forest Conservation (Leaders
Group)' and the over 161 brands, retailers and designers looking to implement their sourcing policies
for man-made cellulosic textiles. The focus of this verification audit is to manage the risk and avoid
sourcing from ancient and endangered forests and other controversial sources and implement other
sustainable sourcing measures, across the supply chain from the point of wood harvesting in forests
and/or plantations and through to the brand and retail customers. Man-made cellulosic fibre (MMCF)
producers, such as Tangshan Sanyou Xingda Chemical Fibre Co.Ltd, are required to document
and provide evidence towards a set of pre-defined social and environmental criteria and key progress
indicators as part of the CanopyStyle initiative.

The audit presents the findings of Rainforest Alliance auditors who have evaluated company systems
and performance against the applicable standard(s). The public version excludes confidential and
sensitive information that does not affect the formal results of the audit. It is a result of an additional
contract between Rainforest Alliance and Sanyou, and has been approved by Canopy according to
the CanopyStyle verification framework (finalized 26 June 2018). Section 4 below provides the
evaluation conclusions. The auditor reviewed and used Canopy’s map of ancient and endangered
forests, which has been overlaid with the sourcing regions and list of suppliers of the company to
assess the level of risk.

The Rainforest Alliance founded its previous SmartWood program in 1989 to certify responsible
forestry practices and has grown to provide a variety of auditing services. Rainforest Alliance
certification and auditing services are managed and implemented within its RA-Cert Division. All
related personnel responsible for evaluation design, evaluation, and certification/verification/validation
decisions are under the purview of the RA-Cert Division, hereafter referred to as Rainforest Alliance or
RA.

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2 GENERAL DESCRIPTION

Tangshan Sanyou Xingda Chemical Fibre Co.Ltd is a global leader in manufacturing man-made
cellulosic fibre for the textile industry. It is a subsidiary of Tangshan Sanyou Group, which owns 13
subsidiary companies, such as Alkali Industry, Sanyou Chemical, Sanyou Chlor-alkali, Sanyou
Silicon, etc, and its main products are soda ash, viscose staple fibre, and PVCs, etc.

The organization owns a sub-company - Tangshan Sanyou Yuanda Chemical Fibre Co. Ltd, two
manufacturing mill sites - Xingda mill and Yuanda mill, both located in Tangshan. The total annual
productivity is 500,000 tons, products include high whiteness fibre for non-woven, color fibre, modal
fibre and bamdal fibre. The organization is FSC CoC certified (SGSHK-COC-330228), also certified
against 1ISO 9001, ISO 14001, OHSAS and OEKO-TEX.

The organization prides itself on its environmental sustainability and corporate social responsibility
policies. They are participating in the CanopyStyle Initiative? and as recognition of their commitment
are undergoing this evaluation.

Tangshan Sanyou Xingda Chemical Fibre’s pulp sourcing policy states that:
The company shall implement its best efforts to

1\ protect ancient and endangered forests (AEF) and avoid pulp from AEF, controversial origins, and
converted plantations after 1994.

2\ recognize, respect and support human rights, guarantee the FPIC and community rights.

3\ research alternative fibre and creative technologies, promote bamboo pulp for fibre production
4\ advocate conservation programmes

5\ source certified pulp (FSC, PEFC and SFI) and give priority to FSC certified pulp

6\ transparence, traceability and 3™ party verification

7\ mitigate the footprints and greenhouse gas emission

8\ prevent air and water pollution

9\ proactively advocate the pulp sourcing policies to suppliers.

The organization does not own a pulp mill or forests, rather, they purchase dissolving pulp globally.
The pulp purchasing decisions for both Xingda mill and Yuanda mill is made centrally in the
company’s material supply department according to the production requirements. The material supply
department sources domestic pulp directly and works with Tangshan Sanyou (Hong Kong) Trading
Co. Ltd, which is a subsidiary of Tangshan Sanyou Group to source pulp from overseas.

From the effective date of the Canopy commitment until today, the organization sourced from 14
dissolving pulp suppliers, among which 13 suppliers are FSC CoC certified, 1 PEFC certified; 2
domestic suppliers, account for 35% of the total pulp procurement, and 12 overseas pulp suppliers

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account for the remaining 65%. 7% of total pulp is FSC certified, the remaining 93% of the pulp is
from FSC or PEFC certified suppliers, but being received without certification claims.

Xingda Mill

There are 1424 employees working in the factory. The facilities are equipped with totally automated
process control systems, and consists of 6 lines with a total production capacity of 180,000t/a HT fiber
and NW fiber. The organization is also processing anhydrous sodium sulfate which is widely used in
the detergent, glass, textile dyeing, and pulp and paper industries in the domestic as well as
international market.

Yuanda Mill

There are 2996 employees working in the factory. The facilities are equipped with totally automated
process control systems, and consists of 6 lines with a total production capacity of 320,000t/a HT fiber
and NW fiber. The organization is also processing anhydrous sodium sulfate which is widely used in
the detergent, glass, textile dyeing, and pulp and paper industries in the domestic as well as
international market.

3 EVALUATION SCOPE

3.1 Scope

This evaluation of Tangshan Sanyou Xingda Chemical Fibre Co.Ltd’s raw material sourcing is an
onsite audit, including the audit to Yuanda Chemical Fibre Co. Ltd, which is subcompany of Xingda.
The Tangshan Sanyou production man-made cellulose fibers companies are audited under a single
scope against the requirements of the CanopyStyle Verification Framework and Guidelines (March
2016 version).

The objective of this audit is to gather appropriate evidence to verify whether Ancient and Endangered
Forests (AEF) and/or controversial sources are potentially in the supply chain. Where risk is not
determined to be low, and when documents provided are limited or insufficient to come to such
conclusion with certainty, additional onsite audits would be required at any of the dissolving pulp
suppliers’ mills or forest harvesting sites.

4 EVALUATION RESULT

4.1 Evaluation Conclusion

Location

On Dec 15-16, the Rainforest Alliance conducted an independent third party verification audit of the
progress made by Tangshan Sanyou Xingda Chemical Fiber Co.Ltd in implementing the
commitment of the Pulp Sourcing Policy, to document the risk of sourcing from the world’s ancient
and endangered forests and other controversial areas, as well as additional related sustainability
solutions and targets of the CanopyStyle Initiative®.The CanopyStyle Verification Framework and
Guidelines also are new in China. This audit is the first that Sanyou has undertaken and systems
required by the Guidelines have not been in place long enough for some indicators to be fully

implemented.

3 The CanopyStyle Initiative is led by environmental not-for-profit Canopy which has supported over 161 brands, designers
and retailers, as well as 9 of the top 10 largest global viscose producers, on developing sourcing policies for fabrics made

from forests.
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The Rainforest Alliance verification audit reports that Tangshan Sanyou Xingda Chemical Fiber Co.
Ltd progress to meet these commitments varies. This report documents the progressive and critical
indicators (key performance indicators or KPIs) that have been fully met, those that are in partial
conformance and those that are not in conformance, and specifies why.

Tangshan Sanyou Xingda Chemical Fiber Co.Ltd is expected to immediately address the critical
KPls that have not been met or that are partially met, and make progress on the “progressive” KPIs
over time.

Using the Canopy supplier list format, each direct supplier has been identified, as well as the origin of
the pulp and the certification status of the direct supplier. However, the information on pulp origin is
often the location of the direct supplier (manufacturer) not the origin of the forest fiber materials.
Since the audit was completed, Sanyou is taking efforts to collect forest of origin.

Based on information given, Rainforest Alliance concludes that:

Sanyou supplier’s list includes all dissolving pulp producers, which do not identify the forest of origin,
or are in proximity of ancient and endangered forests. Without that information, the raw materials
sourced by these suppliers cannot be confirmed to be low risk of being sourced from ancient and
endangered forests and other controversial sources (see overall summary of results for how this can
be rectified).

Of note, the sourcing geography of certified dissolving pulp from the Brazilian Amazon region,
where concerns of illegal logging activities are prevalent. Interpol released a purple notice for such
activities that occurred through 04 December 2015. The risk level of this material cannot currently be
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confirmed as low risk according to the CanopyStyle initiative. In a declaration dated December 2017,
Sanyou noted that due to this risk and the termination of the suppliers’ FSC certificate, Sanyou
discontinued sourcing from them (September 2016).

For other suppliers, based on known information, there are possible areas of sourcing that are in
proximity to ancient and endangered forests. The information provided is at the country or
state/province level, but lacks the level of detail required. These suppliers’ mills are
located in Finland, United States (South East), Canada, Brazil and Sweden - all of these jurisdictions
contain ancient and endangered forests. The origin of the materials cannot be considered low risk,
and do require the mill to confirm sourcing is not from Ancient and Endangered forests.

Materials sourced from Austria are considered low risk. However, it is required that the mills do
confirm sourcing is local to the mill to remain low risk.

Some suppliers are from areas of origin that are known as low risk and certification is in place. Again,
it is required that the mills do confirm sourcing is local to remain low risk.

It is also important to note that there are factors that can elevate risk that are not known for the supply
chains; most importantly, if the scope of the certification of the suppliers and sub-suppliers cover all
sourcing and products of the supplier, or only a portion. The organization is sourcing from CoC
certified suppliers, but only collecting certification claims on 7% of materials. It is possible to source
non-certified materials (outside of their certification scope) from a certified supplier within FSC and
PEFC certification systems, although not common within the pulp industry.

Updated findings prior to report finalization: The organization increased its FSC certified sourcing
since the audit site visit. They also have traced the supply chain and collected additional info of forest
origin from 9 suppliers after receiving the draft report on June 30, 2017, and shared the addition
documents with the Rainforest Alliance on Sep 1st, 2017. The organization revised the SOP and
updated the supplier evaluation procedure after the onsite audit in Dec 2016, and shared the
documents with Rainforest Alliance on Sep 5, 2017. The auditor reviewed the following three sets of
documents, and updated the audit finding in the Appendix B Evaluation Checklist.

1\ The Revised SOP
2\ The Supplier Evaluation Procedure
3\ Forest origin info of 9 suppliers and FSC reports/certificates.

The evaluation of the updates evidence was based on document review and the actual
implementation of these procedures were no verified onsite. Additional information on origin is now
being collected via a supplier declaration form and check of FSC certification, risks still persist. It is
the expectation of CanopyStyle that documentation in addition to declarations, such as purchasing
contracts, invoices, or harvesting licenses, supplier verification audits etc. will be requested by
Sanyou of its suppliers to confirm suppliers’ forest of origin claims.

Some suppliers have yet to provide additional forest origin info, to confirm sourcing as local to the
dissolving pulp mill.

4.2 Overall Summary of Results

In summary, the Rainforest Alliance verification audit provides evidence confirming that Tangshan
Sanyou Xingda Chemical Fibre Co. Ltd is investing in work and resources to implement the
commitments of its policy consistent with the solutions and targets of the CanopyStyle Initiative. The
organization has assigned a team responsible for the implementation of the policy and all suppliers
hold FSC or PEFC certification. Some challenges remain to fully implement the commitment
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throughout the company’s supply chain. Additional work is required to fully meet all the critical and
progressive criteria, and to identify the forest origins and better understand the risk of sourcing from
ancient and endangered forests and other controversial sources.

Sanyou’s supplier list includes some dissolving pulp producers, which do not identify the forest of
origin, or are in proximity of ancient and endangered forests. Without that information, the raw
materials sourced by these suppliers cannot be confirmed to be low risk of being sourced from ancient
and endangered forests and other controversial sources (see overall summary of results for how this
can be rectified).

4.3 Recommendations

It is an expectation of the CanopyStyle Initiative that Tangshan Sanyou collects forest of origin
information including GPS points, GIS coordinates and/or shapefiles from its dissolving pulp suppliers,
which will allow for an overlay with the Canopy map of Ancient and Endangered forests. Based on
the information collected, Tangshan Sanyou can then share the forest origin information (ie GPS
points, GIS coordinates and/or shapefiles) with Rainforest Alliance and Canopy for further desktop
risk assessments to complete the requirements of the verification framework and allow for robust
analysis and supply chain risk level conclusions.

Once this follow up desktop risk assessment is complete, Tangshan Sanyou can inform its suppliers
of this process and the results, and the audit evaluation can be finalized and the results posted
publicly.

In the case that information on the forest of origin cannot confirm a low risk rating or in the case that
forest of origin information is not being shared by the dissolving pulp supplier, Tangshan Sanyou will
need to take further actions. These actions may include providing additional documentation that
verifies full compliance with CanopyStyle policy expectations, and/or exclusion of further sourcing
from this/these supplier(s), and/or additional assessment of the dissolving pulp supplier at their
corporate office, mills and /or forest harvesting sites.

It is also recommended that the organization not only ensure suppliers hold certification, but also
source materials with certification claims, with a preference for fibre from FSC certified forests (FSC
100%). This ensures that materials are coming from the certified scope of the supplier and supply
chain.

As mentioned in the CanopyStyle audit framework, and based on the current risk level, ongoing
regular audits, and/or random site visits, will be essential to ensure that Sanyou continues to
implement their policy and meets the expectations of the CanopyStyle Initiative.

In future, Sanyou should consider sharing such forest of origin information and certification
information to its customers to help track and trace the fiber assessed as low risk of sourcing from
ancient and endangered forests and other controversial sources.

Starting from July 2016 (the effective date of the policy is
July 2015), the requirement to implement the policy was
included in the agreement/contract with 2 Chinese
suppliers. For overseas suppliers, the organization
sources via the Sanyou Group’s trading company in Hong
Kong, therefore all purchase contracts for imported pulp
were between Tangshan Sanyou (Hong Kong) Trading
Co. Ltd and the organization, where the requirement to
implement the policy was included, and it was not
included in the purchase agreement with overseas pulp
suppliers.

The company’s efforts towards sourcing FSC-certified fiber are important and should be recognized. Additional
implementation measures are needed to meet all of the commitments within the policy with regards to not source from
ancient and endangered forests. Increasing the amount of raw material from FSC-certified forests is recommended.
However, in areas with non-low risk rating of sourcing from ancient and endangered forests, controversial sources or
other areas of policy commitments, certification may be limited in scope and not sufficient or consistent with the
expectations of the CanopyStyle initiative.

Having Sanyou’s suppliers sign the agreement, with clear mention of the commitment not to source from ancient and
endangered forests, will be key. The requirement to implement the policy should therefore be included in the purchase
agreement with all dissolving pulp suppliers, including overseas pulp suppliers.

Once this follow up desktop risk assessment is complete, Tangshan Sanyou can inform its suppliers of this process and
the results, and the audit evaluation can be finalized and the results posted publicly.

Updated findings prior to report finalization: The organization traced the supply chain and collected additional info of
forest origin from 9 suppliers after receiving the first draft report on June 30, 2017, and submitted auditors for reviewing
on Sep1st 2017. All the forest origin info was simply self-declarations by suppliers, no map (GPS points, GIS coordinates
and/or shapefiles) was provided.

Basing on the additional info, 5 suppliers declared the forest location to the FMU level (or village level), 4 suppliers
declared the forest location to provincial level; all via declaration.
In 2017, the organization has used chain of custody system to make claims to customers.

In the case that information on the forest of origin cannot confirm a low risk rating or in the case that forest of origin
information is not being shared by the dissolving pulp supplier, Tangshan Sanyou will need to take further actions. These
actions may include providing additional documentation that verifies full compliance with CanopyStyle policy
expectations, and/or exclusion of further sourcing from this/these supplier(s), and/or additional assessment of the
dissolving pulp supplier at their corporate office, mills and /or forest harvesting sites.

As mentioned in the CanopyStyle audit framework, and based on the current risk level, ongoing regular audits, and /or
random site visits, will be essential to ensure that Sanyou continues to implement their policy and meet the expectations
of the CanopyStyle Initiative.

The organization is
trying to identify the forest of origin of the wood chips that made the dissolving pulp they purchased, but did not provide
evidence of forest of origin at the time of the audit. After the audit and prior to report finalization, the organization
contacted suppliers to gain more information via a declaration form.

It is recommended that the Sanyou corporate office or Yuanda Mill request and collect GPS points, GIS coordinates
and/or shapefiles from its suppliers of all the dissolving pulp supply areas, to identify the forests of origin, which can then
be overlaid with the Canopy map of Ancient and Endangered forests. Yuanda Mill should be made aware of this process
and the results, such that forest origin information and certification information can be passed along to its customers.

The disputes and illegal activities record of Yuanda was
kept by Xingda. The auditor reviewed the dispute and
illegal activities record at Xingda and no dispute and
illegal activities have occured.

Interview with the site directors including the
environmental protection department, purchase
department and sale department directors, revealed that
they are aware of relevant national and international laws.
The purchase and sales department directors told the
auditor that they obey the customs laws of PRC when
involved in exporting and importing. Taxes were paid on
time.

The environmental protection department director of
Yuanda told the auditor that environmental protection
bureau will conduct on-site monitoring regularly to check
whether the emission index exceeded the allowance or
not. The emission indexes are also monitored in real time
to prevent over emission. If the index sent to the
environmental protection bureau is exceeded, the
organization will be fined.
